1.4.

1.7.
The club’s appointed “Senior Member” is the Director of Sport.
1.8.    It is the responsibility of the individual, to bring to the attention of the Committee, any known   

            medical condition or previous injuries that may affect their or other Club member’s safe 

            participation within the sport. If the issue is of a sensitive nature, then this MUST be raised via
            the A.S.O.

1.9.     The Club Code of Conduct, Risk Assessment and Constitution shall be available for members on the club website under a clear ‘Safety Documents’ link.
